From the Midlands
Take the A14 or join it at the most convenient point.  

Continue to the North of Ipswich and exit at Junction 58.  Take
the A12 North. Directions from London/South-East then apply.

By Rail
The closest station is Saxmundham, 

which is seven miles from Aldeburgh and only two 
hours from London Liverpool Street Station.
